Birmingham Water Works will host misting and educational stations at eight venues, 

including a super-sized inflatable misting station at the University of Alabama at 

Birmingham’s PNC Field for men’s and women’s field lacrosse competitions. In addition 

to cooling off, fans can pick up promotional items and educational materials or play fun 

water-based games for all ages.  

 

“Water is an important resource not only for maintaining hydration but also for helping 

to keep cool,” says Rick Jackson, Birmingham Water Works Public Relations Manager & 

Spokesperson. “We pride ourselves on delivering high-quality drinking water and reliable 
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service to our customers, and our role during The World Games will center on education 

and helping people cool off.” 

 

Birmingham Water Works is also lending one of its inflatable misting stations to Faith 

Chapel Care Center for use at its cooling shelter downtown Birmingham. 

 

The international sporting event will draw 3,600 world-class athletes from more than 

100 countries to compete for gold in 34 emerging sports.  The games will occur at 15
